Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current USEF rule book will
be conducted and judged in accordance therewith.
ENTRIES CLOSE APRIL 21, 2008. All stall fees must be paid by the closing date of entries. Mail entries to BHC
Management c/o Naomi Gauruder, 146 Branca Court, Milford, CT 06461. Fax # 203-882-8021 or register online at
www.BHCManagement.com. Checks payable to “Westbrook Hunt Club”. Credit card payments will have a 3%
service charge added.
STALLS: All requests for stabling will be considered on a first come, first served basis. Temporary stabling of
canvas construction with doors available at $150 per stall, stall late fee of $200 if available after the closing date. No
initial bedding provided. No wiring of any kind allowed in the stabling areas. Closing date to reserve stalls is April 21,
2008. Absolutely no refunds on stalls after closing date. Payment mustaccompany stall reservation form.
HAY & BEDDING orders may be placed with your entry & purchased on the show grounds through the show office.
NO GRAIN orders will be accepted. Exhibitors are encouraged to request bedding & hay with entries.
NIGHT WATCH fee of $15.00 will be charged per stabled horse with your entry fees. Coverage provided by New
England Night Watch LLC. Night watch will be assumed as wished unless request is specifically made at the office
for NO coverage.
Hunter fences to include brush, gate, wall, in and out, aiken, natural rails. Jumper fences to include brush, coop wall,
planks, panels, liverpools, natural obstacles and rails.
All classes to be judged on performance & soundness unless otherwise noted.
Westbrook Hunt Club & BHC Management shall not be liable whatsoever for any injury or damage to any person or
property of any spectator, visitor, exhibitor, attendant or any other persons, or animals by reason of any event
occurring during the show, and it shall be a condition of entry that each exhibitor hold the same as well as their
agents and/or employees harmless for any accident orloss which may occur by fire or otherwise.
The right is reserved to cancel, combine or divide any classes if entries so warrant. In addition, the right is reserved to
refuse any entry before the start of the competition without being liable for compensation.
The right is reserved to alter or change the location/time of classes if time demands.
PRIZE MONEY will be applied to the exhibitor’s outstanding account if any, or mailed to the exhibitor as listed on the
entry blank within 30 days of the close of the show. Checks void after 60 days. The Horse Show will not stop
payment or duplicate awards for any lost check. Prize Money will NOT be redistributed in any class for which there
are fewer entries then places awarded. Awards over $600 will not be issued without a Federal ID or Social Security
Number. 1099 forms will be issued for all prize money over $600.
REFUNDS: No refunds on stalls after the closing date. If a horse becomes injured or ill prior to being shown in any
class, entry fees will be refunded upon receipt of a veterinarian’s certificate. An office processing fee of $35 per
legitimately excused animal will be deducted from the refund. All certificates to be considered must be received by
show management before the first day of the show or issued by Essex Equine if the injury occurs while on the show
grounds.
Course diagrams will be posted at least one hour prior to each class. Management reserves the right to restrict the
area of the courtesy circle by a MANDATORY LINE. The same will be indicated on course diagrams and a
corresponding barrier will be erected in the ring.
Riders to be properly attired for all classes. ASTM Approved protective headgear is required at all times when
mounted.
Absolutely no dogs or other pets allowed on the grounds unless leashed and under control. $150 fine for loose
dogs.
It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to have CURRENT MEMBERSHIPS for any and all classes, which require the
same. Should any rider compete in a class without proper membership, the rider will be responsible for any and all
fines which the horse show must incur.
The right is reserved to limit the number of entries accepied in any and all divisions. If entries must be limited, they
will be selected on a first come, first served basis, selected by postmark date.
POST ENTRIES will be accepted at $35 per horse, only if time permits.
Numbers will not be issued until a signed, open check is lodged with the horse show secretary and all USEF
membership cards, and measurement cards have been seen & verified.
ADDS & SCRATCHES: Entries must add & scratch classes prior to the beginning of the class with the show
secretary. Horses shown in a class with out being entered will pay a charge of $30 in addition to the class entry fee.
Horses that are not scratched prior to the start ofthe class will not have entry fees refunded.
OFFICE FEE of $30 will be charged to each entry. GROUNDS FEE of $25 will be charged to each entry.

Should any question or dispute arise not provided forin theses rules, the same shall be referred to show
management whose decision shall be final.
